Catalog Course Description 
 
The life and writings of influential theologians from across the history of the Christian tradition, 
to examine how theology, ministry, and vocation develop in context. 
 
Course Objectives 
 
In this course you will receive support to build and refine part of the context for theological work 
in the Christian tradition. As you begin to pursue a Ph.D. in Christian Theology, it is useful to 
realize you are not the first one to pursue this vocation. We can learn much from the experience 
of our predecessors.  
 
As an interdisciplinary course, we will primarily engage theology, history, and ministry, but  
biblical studies will play a role as they are prominent in the Christian tradition and probably of 
particular interest to some of the class participants.

      3) what does that theologian still have to offer? 
 
Your presentation is to be emailed to all class participants by class time one week before it is to be 
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discussed. Earlier mailing is welcome.  Later mailing will loose points.  
 
Ten percent for your assigned critique(s) of another participant’s presentation on the three centered 
questions. 
 
Ten percent for your work as a facilitator of an assigned class or classes. 
 
Sixty percent for your term paper.
