I. Course Description 
An introduction to the basic features of New Testament study. This involves acquaintance with the background, nature and 
content of New Testament documents; the concept of historicity; and an introduction to the central issues in contemporary 
New Testament scholarship. 
 

II. Course Objectives– Through reading, lectures, discussion and assignments the following goals are set for the student: 
 A. Knowing—  
  1.   Acquire a basic knowledge of primary New Testament geography, passages and people 
 
  2. Grasp the content of the New Testament as a whole  
 
  3.   Understand the New Testament within its first century context  
 
  4.   Comprehend the New Testament in terms of its component parts including its growth and development,  
   major themes and genres 

 
B. Being— 

1. Experience the authority, understanding and application of the Bible as central to faith, life  
and Christian community 

  
 2. Undergo the formation of the identity of the ministry and the minister by the study of, meditation on and  
  imaginative participation in the literature of the New Testament 
 
 3. Be a person who is changed by each encounter with the Scripture throughout the course and beyond 
 
 4. Have the goal to encounter and know Christ through the text 
 

C. Doing— 
 1.   Apply the text to personal discipleship, community and ministry formation and consider strategies for its  

re-presentation in contemporary contexts 
 

 2.   Research the historical Jesus and prepare a project that engages in current ideas and discussions about the 
 historical Jesus 
 

 3.   Develop research skills in New Testament studies 
 
 4.   Demonstrate a basic acquaintance and knowledge of the New Testament 
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III.  Course Requirements  
A. Class Participation: Student participation in interactive lectures and class and group discussions is expected, based 

on your readings for the week.  
 
B. Reading (10%)  

See the Daily Schedule at the end for the precise dates and pages.  
 

1. Read the pages for the required reading prior to class on the due dates, omitting the Exegetical skills and 
special articles—these are excellent resources but not required (see Daily Schedule at the end). Be 
prepared to interact with the main issues in group discussions. During class time, reading groups will 
compose peer evaluation for each individual in the group 

 
2. Reading the entire New Testament and the course text will comprise 10% of your grade, however only a 

maximum of 85% (value of an A) for 100% of the reading will be possible. 
 
3. At the time of the final (April 9), each student will submit a reading report on the final, stating the 

combined percentage of  the reading completed on time. Each student needs to do their own math. 
 
C. Project & Written Assignment 
 

1. Research and Project on the historical Jesus (30%)  
a. Each student will write a paper on the historical Jesus. You may choose any topic on the historical 

Jesus to research in order to design a project for a ministry context. It is due February 27, 1:30 
p.m., submitted by e-mail in PDF form. Late papers lose 2% each day. 

 
b. Length & style: The research section should be no more than 1,500 words (about 6 pages) of text, 

excluding footnotes and bibliography. For all matters of style and form, see the McMaster Divinity 
College Style Guidelines for Essays and Theses: 
http://www.macdiv.ca/students/documents/MacStyleGuide.pdf 
Consult at least 6 academic sources (not including the course text). 

 . 
 c.  Project: Based on your research, briefly outline (1 pg) a study or presentation that you can use in 

your ministry. This is your opportunity to show how the study of the Bible and particularly the 
person of Jesus Christ informs your philosophy and practice of your ministry—whether 
counseling, youth, pastoral, cross-cultural, academic, etc. 

 
 d. Recommended:  Research the DaVinci Code’s presentation of the historical Jesus (reading the 

entire novel would not be a requirement). Approach: The paper would consist of an examination of 
the book’s representation of the historical Jesus, particularly in terms of the details of Jesus’ life, 
the sources utilized and the interpretation of the sources.  Be sure that you consult the primary 
Gnostic sources (Gospel of Mary, Gospel of Thomas available online). Utilize the continued 
interest in the DaVinci Code in ministry.

 Optional: Attend the optional Workshop on research and writing a paper, Monday, January 16, 12:30-1:20 

 
2. Research Paper  (30%) 

a. Each student will write a research paper. It is due March 19, 1:30 p.m. submitted by e-mail in 
PDF form. Late papers lose 2% each day.  
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b. Length & style: It should approximately 3000 words (about 12 pages) of text, excluding footnotes 

and bibliography. For all matters of style and form, consult the McMaster Divinity College Style 
Guidelines for Essays and Theses: http://www.macdiv.ca/students/documents/MacStyleGuide.pdf 

 There should be a minimum of 15 academic sources used in the footnotes and bibliography. 
 
c. Approach: Choose a topic in New Testament studies from the list below or in consultation with the 

professor (however, do not overlap material with your paper on the historical Jesus).  It should be 
shown how each topic effects the understanding and interpretation of the New Testament. 

 Some aspect of New Testament era (Roman, Greek, Jewish) culture or customs (e.g. marriage, 
Slavery, Roman law, dress)  

 Josephus, the Jewish historian 
 Formation of the NT Canon** (but consult with the professor first before proceding) 
 Pseudonymity and the NT Writings 
 Synoptic Problem and Source Criticism 
 Textual Criticism 
 Parables and Preaching of Jesus 
 Meaning of the Kingdom of God in the Gospels 
 The Formation and Care of Congregations in Acts or Paul 
 The Delay of the Parousia in Paul or the General Epistles 
 Typology & Symbolism 
 Structure of an NT book 
 Exegesis of an NT problem passage

E. Final Examination (30%) 
 a. The examination is scheduled for April 9 at 1:30 p.m. (during our scheduled class time).  The main  

purpose of the final examination is to help the students master basic knowledge of the Bible and its 
historical context, identify major themes, and assimilate material from the course. 

b. The final will consist of 105 points:  
 Short essays (40), short answer and objective questions (60), and the books of Bible (5) 
c. See below for people and places that you will be expected to know for the final 
 (1) You will be asked to identify certain people by filling in the blanks 
 (2) You will be asked to identify certain places on a map 
 (3) You will be asked to identify the book and chapter of key passages 
 (4) You will be asked to list the New Testament books in order 
 

F. Grading Summary 
1. Reading    10% (value of 85 % maximum) 

 2. Research & Project   30% 
3. Research Paper    30% 

 4. Final exam    30% 
 All assignments must be completed by the scheduled final to pass the course.
